Q. You got it to 7.  Did you assess that you had to go full throttle?

SEAN O'HAIR:  No, I'm happy with 5.  I wasn't too upset with the bogey on 17.  I mean, that's just a difficult tee shot.  And I felt like I hit a pretty solid second, and I actually executed the third the way I wanted to, just kind of misjudged it. 


You know, the three‑putt on I believe it was 15 was a little disappointing, but all in all, I was very pleased with how I played.  So that's what I've got to take away from it. 
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
