Q.
How did your round go today?


CLEVE COLDWATER:  Not too bad.  A little disappointing with my putter.  I had a 4‑putt and a 3‑putt and a couple other little missed ones, otherwise it was great. 


Q.  How did the wind do?


CLEVE COLDWATER:  The wind, you know, we have been playing in the wind all week, so we're kind of used to the wind so I don't think it's been that bad.  I played this morning, so the wind wasn't up as bad as it might be this afternoon. 


Q.  And what do you think you'll try to improve on by tomorrow?


CLEVE COLDWATER:  Trying to get a little bit better with the putter.  And if I can do a little bit better with that, then my score might come down some.

BILL GLASSON 


Q.  What were the highlights of your round today?


BILL GLASSON:  I made some great par putts.  All week I've been trying to figure out how I'm going to play this golf course.  It seems to be too hard for me.  But we got out and in a little less wind and this morning they moved the tees up on a few of the longest par‑4s, which is really helpful.  And I didn't have a whole lot of birdie putts, but the few I had, I made.  And I just grinded it out and didn't make any bogeys, which is the kind of day, which on a day like this, even though you know it's calmer in the day, that's pretty good. 


Q.  Can you describe those birdie putts?


BILL GLASSON:  If I can remember.  Oh, right off the bat I made, I started on 10, I made about a 12, 15‑footer for birdie right off the bat, which was very good. 


I think the bigger plus was on the next hole, on 11.  I hit it in the bunker and got it up‑and‑down and made about a 6‑footer for par. 


Then I started kind of feeling a little bit better.  I still don't know how to get the ball close to the hole.  It was just, I just don't have it right now.  So it was a battle.  Then I shot as low ace could possibly shoot.  I sure didn't leave anything out there.


Q.  What does this mean being your first championship with a round like today?


BILL GLASSON:  It's been fun, obviously.  I'm not, I'm way behind everybody as far as where my game is and I don't know what to expect every time I get up to the ball, everything I do differently, than I used to do.  It's a surprise.  It's a lot of work because everything's a surprise.  But it's fun.  I'm glad I don't embarrass myself the first round and it's terrible when you have thoughts like that going through your mind before you even tee it up. 

DAVE RUMMELLS


Q.  Talk about the wind. 


DAVE RUMMELLS:  I knew when I got in I saw I had a great tee time and I said I got to take advantage of it they say the wind typically comes up by 10:00.  So we had about seven holes where it was tolerable and then it got really tough the last 11 holes.  So I was fortunate enough I played pretty decent today.  I did make a couple minor mistake, one missed club, one 3‑putt and I missed a real short birdie putt.  But pretty much I did what I wanted to do. 


I knew that there's probably going to be a few guys under par, but there always is, with what the conditions are.  But the key was not to shoot myself out of it today.  You just got to take advantage it have.  Even though I'm first off in the afternoon tomorrow, because it's afternoon it's probably going to play two or three shots tougher.  So I got to play a lot better tomorrow to shoot the same kind of score or better. 


Q.  Crenshaw yesterday talked about how to deal with the wind you don't have to follow the wind, but you have to be smart dealing with the wind.  How do you gauge yourself in the wind?


DAVE RUMMELLS:  That's a tough question because here it's like the wind's a little heavier, so the ball moves a lot more than normal.  So you got to, each day you play you kind of learn from it.  I only played two practice rounds so I got a little bit of an idea what it did. 


So I just kind of learned on the fly, basically, I did have a local caddie the first day that helped me a lot.  But the golf course is really set up hard.  I don't really think it's designed for strong wind.  Maybe 15 mile an hour or something, so there's some shots that it's just almost impossible to get the ball close to the hole.  You got to try to get somewhere on the green and 2‑putt.  And the toughest part out here is your lag putting is very difficult.  You got to deal with the wind, there's slopes, and so I normally I'm a great lag putter and I really struggled with the lag putting today in general. 


I did make several five, six, 8‑footers for my second putt, which would save my round basically.  But it's a course that you just got to be super, super patient.  And it's just, I mean it really, really tests you. 


Q.  That in itself is a good thing.  You played in a lot of great championships?


DAVE RUMMELLS:  Yeah, for some reason I've had good tournaments in PGA Championships before.  I was on the TOUR, you know, I had a couple top 6s and I've been in the final group in the PGA two years in a row.  So I had some experience with playing in PGA of America events.  So I, that kind of gave me a little bit of confidence knowing that I played well before in some of those events.  Because typically they don't set it up quite as hard as the USGA. 


So I thought they did a good job of moving a few tees up today some of those long par‑4s were in the wind and they moved it up several tees, so it definitely gives you a little bit of a chance. 


Q.  I hope this is a good sign for you in your career?


DAVE RUMMELLS:  It's one of the hardest tours to get on.  You got to take advantage of it when you get in an event.

Q.
What were some of the highlights of your round?


ROBIN FREEMAN:  Putter, putter, putter.  I am still trying to figure out this golf course.  Where to hit it, which way the wind's blowing, how hard is it going to blow.  How hard is it going into the greens. 


I didn't drive it especially great today, I did okay but I didn't do it great.  I got lucky a few times with my driver.  And I played rather conservatively into the greens, but I putted absolutely fantastic.  The best I ever putted I think for 18 holes in my life today.  Truly.  My, I got a new caddie on the bag here, a good friend of mine, and he helped me read the greens and he did it great all day.  All I had to do was hit them where he told me to. 


It was a good day on the greens basically. 


Q.  This is your first time at the TOUR Championship, right?


ROBIN FREEMAN:  Senior PGA? 


Q.  What does it mean to set the course record?


ROBIN FREEMAN:  It's a course record?  I had no idea.  Wow.  No, actually it's nice.  I played really well from my approach shots into the greens and then I putted really well.  So it was very hard conditions, but it was a little calmer this morning so it was much easier to ‑‑ and they softened the greens a little bit and didn't get them quite as fast as they had.  So it's a little easier to adjust, but it feels great to get in here with a 66. 


Q.  How do you feel for the rest of the week?


ROBIN FREEMAN:  I feel good.  I'm going to go work on my long game a little bit.  My long game was not quite as good as it normally is and so I'll go work on that for a little bit and then I'm going to some time off the rest of the day and get ready for tomorrow. 

JEFF COSTON 


Q.  What were some of the highlights of your round today?


JEFF COSTON:  I got a great up‑and‑down on the last hole for a par.  I hit a good wedge in there.  That would be one thing.  I didn't get too much hair blown out of my head, so, but, no, the greens were great, they rolled true and pure.  The course is in great shape.  Just look forward to hitting some more fairways and greens tomorrow.  But I am pleased to be here.  I'm just a broken down old club pro, just happy to be here.


Q.  What type of impact did the wind have on your round today?


JEFF COSTON:  I felt like the wind made you think, but it wasn't like unplayable or anything like that.  So I was concerned from yesterday and Monday with regards to the wind and but I think that the PGA did a great job of slowing the greens down a little bit so the ball didn't blow off the green.  So that's huge.  Smart people at PGA. 


Q.  How do you feel after today going forward the rest of the tournament?


JEFF COSTON:  Well I would like to have scored lower.  I made a lot of mistakes today.  I don't usually make that many mistakes.  So hopefully make some birdies tomorrow and maybe the wind will blow in the morning and not in the afternoon. 
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
