Q.  So what's your general thoughts on the course and so far in the tournament?


JEFFREY ROTH:  Well it's a big course and kind of remind me a little bit of Gleneagles in Scotland and a little bit of Whistling Straits, actually. 


Q.  In what ways?


JEFFREY ROTH:  Just the surrounding property of the golf course and the vistas that you have when you're out there walking around remind me of Scotland.  And like the 17th hole there, at this course here, it reminds me a little bit of 17th hole at Whistling Straits.  And there's just, it's just a big course.  Which Whistling Straits is too. 


Q.  Did you find it difficult?


JEFFREY ROTH:  No.  It was very fair.  The conditions were difficult this afternoon.  Maybe we'll get a little bit of help without the wind tomorrow. 


No, I played nine holes very well and then I struggled on the back nine and bogeyed two out of my last three holes coming in.  So it was kind of disappointing.


Q.  What do you think you're going to try to improve on tomorrow?


JEFFREY ROTH:  Nothing, really at this point.  You just kind of dance with what you got.  So I'll just get a good night's sleep and come back here and hopefully put something good together tomorrow.

Q.  How did your first round go?


HALE IRWIN:  Oh, I played terribly.  It was a round filled with actually some pretty good shots.  It was a round with no birdies.  So you're not going to play well on this course, you're going to make some bogeys, that's understandable, but when you don't offset those with some birdies, then you have a tough day.  That was the kind of day I had. 


Some really bad mental breakdowns out there on several occasions and that finds me where my score is at 4‑over par.


Q.  So what do you think you need to work on before tomorrow?


HALE IRWIN:  My brain.  I need a brain transplant.  I'm less ‑‑ that's kind of my MO right now is I'm playing adequately, I'm not playing great, but I'm playing adequately but I'm making just those glaringly poor mental errors which constitute my golf right now. 


And that's what I remarked in the press room the other day.  I'm just out there for two or three holes and just, for whatever reason, I hit the wrong shot and I think back and I think that was not the shot to play. 


So I don't know if I'm going with emotion more than I'm going with my brain, but I've got to change something.  This is not working. 


Q.  How does this course compare to the other Senior PGA Championship that you've been in?


HALE IRWIN:  Well had is certainly a much different venue than what we normally see.  This is pretty new.  There's still some kind of ragged bounces out there.  We're going to get more wind here than we might anywhere else, other than perhaps Florida or Hawaii.  Those are more mature golf courses, so ‑‑ and we know those courses, this is still a learning experience just about every round is a learning experience, and going out there and knowing exactly how the ball's going run and how it's going to break, we're all sort of fumbling at that. 


The guys that played well made some adjustments, but they more than likely came from scores this morning.  So this course is very good, there's some holes out there that will give you some heart palpitations for sure, but that's the way it should be. 


Q.  Are you saying it might have been easier to play in the morning?


HALE IRWIN:  Absolutely I'm saying that.  I think you'll see that the leaders came from this morning, you're going to see the vast majority of the better scores came from this morning, but the tables are flipped tomorrow and we'll see what happens.  If they get the same course we did, I dare say that anything under par is a very, very good round this afternoon.
