Q.  How did your round go today?


JOEY SINDELAR:  It was not a, not what I had hoped for today.  4‑over.  But if you don't have control of what you're doing on a golf course this tough in these conditions you're going to be over par. 


Q.  You've had success in Colorado in the past, how are you able, what adjustments to you make at altitude to play well?


JOEY SINDELAR:  It's interesting, when we are here you have to have, it's an educated guess, how hot is it, how light is the air, it changes from morning to afternoon. 


I think that through the years I've been pretty good at trusting the number that I come up with and not varying, because if you're, if you're standing on top of a hill at 200 and your math comes all the way down to 140, you better hit the 140 shot.  You can't look up and have your eye say, wait a minute, that's 200, that, I can't do this, because then you fail anyway. 


So you got to learn to have trust in whatever system you put together to figure out ‑‑ because it's not just the air, it's the elevation change, it's the physical drop in 30 or 40 feet on a shot, in the sink he will shot, plus the wind.  So there's a lot of action. 


When the wind's blowing like this, it's an educated guess a lot of the times.  And the guys that you're going to see today have good scores had control of their golf ball and made some good guesses and made some putts.


Q.  How do you feel this round sets you up for the rest of the weekend?


JOEY SINDELAR:  Well, certainly not the dream start and I would have to really get crazy here to be in contention, but that's what the last two rounds are for. 


Q.  What adjustments are you going to make for tomorrow?


JOEY SINDELAR:  None.  Just practice.  At our age, are you kidding?  We do what we do.  You just try to do it better.  Just try to think a little clearer, come back out fresh tomorrow and say, hey, somebody shot 6‑under out there, why not me?  So we'll give it a whirl.

Q.  What are some highlights of your round today?


FRED FUNK:  I played pretty solid in spots.  Probably the highlight was slamming it into the hole on 18, my ninth hole.  And getting a couple birdies coming in was good to get my round back to even anyway.  I kind of let it go there on about my 11 and 12, but it was 2 and 3.  And it was a battle there, because you had some tough holes coming in with 4 and 5.  I'm pleased with the way I finished the last six holes.  I could have turned in a bad one.


Q.  Can you describe some of those birdies?


FRED FUNK:  I just said that I hit a ‑‑ I hit a 4‑iron rescue or a hybrid into 18 and it was going right at it and I guess it one hopped into the flag and dropped about three feet away.  So that was good. 


1 I hit a really nice putt from about 15, 18 feet for birdie and made that. 


And then I 2‑putted on 7. 


Hit a nice chip on 8, made a three, 4‑footer there. 


So, no, I made four birdies, could have made quite a few more on that one stretch where the course is really for the taking there, 13, 14, 15, 16, you got to get it in that stretch, I didn't get it there.  But overall it was okay. 


Q.  Talk about the wind.  What type of impact did that have on you?


FRED FUNK:  It was great early and then probably about four holes into the round it started blowing pretty hard like it does every day here, seems like.  And it's supposed to blow all week.  But the later in the day the more it blows, until real late in the day and then it drops back down again.  We'll actually have that tomorrow.  We'll actually have a lot when we tee off and then late in the round it will be perfect.  So I'm looking forward to it.

Q.  When did you learn you were in the field here?


DAVID ARBUCKLE:  About 7:03.  I got here at 7 o'clock and they came up to me at 7:03 and said that I had a tee time at 9:20 that unfortunately Paul wasn't able to make it.  So he withdrew and I got in. 


Q.  What's it mean, this is your first PGA?


DAVID ARBUCKLE:  Actually it is my second.  I played at Oak Hill. 


Q.  What does it mean to play in your home state then?


DAVID ARBUCKLE:  Well, this is really special, to be honest with you.  My entire goal last year was just to be able to able to qualify for this tournament.  I ended up as the Sectional Senior Player of the Year, won our Section Championship, went to Florida, was in really good shape, I shot 67, 70, 73 down there, and then I shot a 75 the final round and missed getting in by one out right. 


So this is really a big deal for me.  A lot of my friends are going to come up and it will be nice. 


Q.  What were some of the highlights of your round?


DAVID ARBUCKLE:  Let's see, well, instead of highlights I'll say a couple of low lights, first of all.  I shot 75.  I didn't hit it great, but I hit it pretty decent.  Hit some really nice shots. 


Almost holed out a little pitch shot on No. 12. 


Let's see, 10, 11, No. 11.  I hit the flag and stopped right there.  Saved par there. 


Then almost holed out from the sand, saved par there. 


But I did miss a couple of short putts inside of four feet, little side hill putts where the wind was blowing and I didn't commit and go all the way through them.  But I hit it pretty decent.  I feel pretty good about what I'm doing.  I got to play with Larry Nelson today and he's just such a class act.  He was really good guy out there.
